The site selection was based on sustainability considerations- area’s accessibility by
public transport and potential for regen.

560 acre site or 2.4 sq km — similar in size to Hyde Park, 2/3 the size of Central
Park in New York

Unparalleled transport connections — 12 rail lines linking London to the UK and
Europe, 4 airports (£17 billion invested in transport improvement in the lead up to
the Games). All of London’s major railway terminals within 35 mins travel from the
Park

Own train hub, eight train loads a day, each train delivered the equivalent of 75
lorries of goods.

* At heart of legacy, one of the legacy commitments - Exemplary targets and
infrastructure ensure long term sustainability - zero carbon footprint ambition across
the whole site.

* Cofely — providing energy infrastructure in advance of the Games but also have a
long term contract with us for next 25 years so have secured good deal, economies
of scale and long term investment from then in terms of new and best environmental
technologies — like the gasification plant work.

» Combined heat and power plants — one in the park and one as part of the
Westfield development. Each has extra capacity to serve wider than just their
immediate areas to accommodate for future growth and supporting other near by
area energy demands.

» Grey water recycling — refers to using non potable water (i.e. not clean drinking
water) for appropriate uses in contained systems (like toilet flushing and outdoor
cleaning and watering)

« Sustainability is also about creating a place that endures and has the endorsement
of the people who live in and around it — this is fundamental to our legacy plans.



Powerlines Underground (PLUG)

More than 50 electricity pylons and high voltage cables were removed from the site.
Cabling was put in two six km long tunnels.
